Students will engage in an listen and retell assignment in class as well as an “Act It Out” activity that will have students taking sides on whether or not they want believe living in a rural, urban, or suburban environment, is a good or bad thing.

MOTIVATION
The students will be participating in a motivational lesson where they will form groups to act out the lives of people in different communities in a game format.
MATERIALS
· Smart board

· Teacher made packets

· Pencils 

· Stage props

· Paper

STRATEGIES   
Direct Teacher Instruction: This will be evident when the instructor is talking about context and when the instructor is explains the rules for the “Act It Out”. 
Role Play: This will be evident when the students imagine the roles and then act as the characters in the given materials.
ADAPTATIONS
· Students with hearing impairments will be seated closer to the teacher so they may hear all information

· ELL students will be given a properly translated copy of the teacher made packets.

· Vision impaired students will be allowed extra time to write a response if needed.

· Window curtains will be closed to diminish the amount of glare on the board for light sensitive students.

· Students with articulation issues will be allowed extra time to answer questions in group discussion

·  The student who struggles to focus and attend will be re-focused and re-directed through the use of specific non-verbal cues.

DIFFERENTIATION OF INSTRUCTION
Struggling Students: Will be given assistance by the teacher to read their teacher made packets. 
Average Students: Will work with their fellow group mates to come up with a skit based on the teacher made packet handed out in class. 
Advanced Students: Can assist other students who are struggling with the reading material and understanding the task for the class.
DEVELOPMENTAL PROCEDURE
· Students will first go over a review from the listen and retell from the previous lesson.

· Students will then be split up into groups of three representing urban, suburban, and rural areas.

· Students will then look over the teacher made pages for their groups and be given time to come up with an “Act It Out” play (Do you think the people in the picture like or dislike where they are living? Would you like to live there? What are some things they could do there?). 

· After finishing reading the pages they will come up to the front of the class and perform their play.

· After one of the groups fully performs their skit, the other students who were watching from the audience will be asked to comment on who they believed liked or disliked their community environment (Which character seemed happiest with where they lived? Which seemed saddest? Do you agree with the character's point of view?).

· Students will then be tasked with a home assignment asking what they like or don't like about living in their own community (What kind of community do we live in? What are some fun things you like doing in it? Would you like to live somewhere else?).
ASSESSMENT 
Students will be assessed by writing a reflection at home about what they do in their community and what they like or dislike about it in one to two sentences.
